SIMS RESEARCH GRANTS

PROPOSALS (2012-13)

Services Institute of Medical Sciences announces its call for research grants for the year 2012-13.

The research grant committee due to its commitment to the institution is trying to enhance research in our institution. The Principal feels great pleasure to announce that the enthusiasm showed by the teaching faculty to promote research is extraordinary and we want to ensure that before the approval of the next budget we shall be able to scrutinize the research proposals for the next term. 

The criteria and details are mentioned below, kindly see the details and submit the research grants proposals by the date mentioned.

Call for Research Grant Proposals

The Research Grant Committee of the SIMS invites proposals to research issues and practices. All current SIMS faculty members are eligible to apply.

Please organize your proposal as follows:

1. A cover page that gives the names of all investigators (please don’t identify yourself or your institution in the rest of the proposal); 


2. A maximum of two pages single-spaced in which you:
Explain the project and how it will address issues of common concern to Services Institute of Medical Sciences, Lahore. Give a timetable detailing how the project will proceed; and describe how the results will be shared professionally (expected source of publication of research results).

3. A realistic, detailed budget on a separate page. 

Restrictions: Ordinarily, funding is not given for remuneration for researchers; for purely local initiatives or projects with little relevance to other settings; for outside consultants or evaluators; for the production of non-researched materials; for dissertation research; or for supplements to existing grants, unless it is clear that the SIMS grant provides an opportunity to extend the project in new directions.

Criteria for Selection


You may find the following criteria useful in preparing your proposal; SIMS Board members will use these to conduct blind reviews of all proposals. 

1. Relevance: The proposal makes clear how this project is relevant to the area of interest of the investigator and what benefit will be derived from the outcomes of this project.


2. Contribution: The proposal must incorporate co investigator/s and junior staff members. Student participation is desirable. Both the Principal and Co Investigator should be of AP level at least
3. Format: The proposal must be submitted according to the prescribed format. (It is essential to include consent form and profroma for data collection in the final submission)
4. Novelty: Novel topics that have not been researched before, topics with multidisciplinary involvement and potential for capacity building will be preferred.
5. Feasibility: The proposal explains how the project can be completed in the proposed time frame. 
6. Cost Effectiveness: The proposal offers a rationale for budget expenditures and argues for their justification in terms of the project’s needs and outcomes.

7. No honorarium should be included in the proposal. The amount utilized should be basically for the machinery, reagents and other products of utility for the institution.
8. All proposals will need to be approved by Institutional Review Board before approval by Research Grant Committee

Expectations of Reward Recipients
1. Submission of a final written report (5-10 pages) of their research outcomes to the Research Review Committee at the end of the research period. These reports should outline plans for submitting an article to an appropriate journal.
2. 
Submission of articles resulting from the research for publication in an appropriate journal.
